                                    Attribute for Multiple Query

With the recent addition of multiple queries in MIS, attributes need to be modified to handle this new query type. These changes particularly affect REQ and IFE attributes. Examples follow which will show how the attribute is currently being written for non-multiple queries and the changes necessary to implement them for multiple queries.

Note: For all of the examples below, IFE can be exchanged with either REQ or REQI without causing any additional changes to the attribute itself.

An ordinary attribute to cause the cursor to stop at a query ONLY if NURQUERY was answered with LEFT would look like the following:

IFE=[ANS,"NURQUERY"]|0="LEFT"

To allow this attribute to work with multiple-type queries, the attribute would change to one of the following:

To check if a particular line of the multiple (usually first) was answered with LEFT, the attribute would be:

IFE=[ANS,"NURQUERY"]M[XX]|0="LEFT"

(Replace the XX in the example immediately above with the line number of the multiple you wish to check.)

To check if ANY line of the multiple was answered with LEFT, change the attribute to:

IFE=IF{""^XX^OK,DO{+[ANS,"NURQUERY"]M[XX]^XX&'OK IF{[ANS,"NURQUERY"]M[XX]|0=

IFE="LEFT" 1^OK}},OK}

(For the example immediately above, XX is an actual variable and does not need to be replaced.)

To check if ANY line of the multiple was answered with either LEFT or RIGHT, the attribute would be:

IFE=IF{""^XX^OK,DO{+[ANS,"NURQUERY"]M[XX]^XX&'OK IF{[ANS,"NURQUERY"]M[XX]|0^QR=

IFE="LEFT"!(QR="RIGHT") 1^OK}},OK}

(Again, for the example immediately above, XX is an actual variable and does not need to be replaced.)
