Display BITMAP or JPEG image on NPR report

It is possible to print a bitmap image on an NPR report using the BMP datatype.  However, if the Report Writer cannot locate the image or the area in which the bitmap is stored is temporarily unavailable, it will prevent your report from printing correctly.  By enclosing the path of the bitmap within an IF statement, you can ensure that your report will print and format properly if for some reason your bitmap cannot be accessed.

Keep in mind that the values for HEIGHT and LEN are examples and would be edited to suit your report's specifications.

This first VAL= line demonstrates using bitmaps from a file on your client's desktop, the second VAL= line demonstrates using a file located on the network, the third VAL= line returns nil or nothing.  This last line is the one that will ensure that if for some reason the bitmap cannot be located from your client or the network, that it will continue printing the report as you have it set up, without the bitmap image.
