NPR Report Graphic Attribute
If you need to create a series of boxes, or grid on your report, rather than using the BX and VL line attributes on multiple lines, you can utilize the Z program Z.graphics.

Example:  The following design will result in a box which is fifty characters wide and begins printing in column six...with vertical and horizontal lines...

The ARGUMENTS for Z.graphics are:

A=BOX TYPE  0-Black border
            1-Grey box
            2-grey box and black border
B=length of box
C=ht of box  (DFT=1)  (can be 0 for just a horizontal line)
D=number of chars to move right or left before starting box
E=number of chars to move down before starting box
F=gray scale (default=10%)
G=width of lines (DFT=5)
