Query Pop Up Window Example

In OE, when an order is entered, the user can only attached a small number of queries to the standard OE CDS screen. One way to get around this problem is to create a Yes/No query on the standard CDS screen, when the answer is “Yes” another window will popup with more queries so the user can collect more data.

This attribute can be placed on a Yes/No query, when the query is answered with a “Y”, a window will popup with additional queries.
